Romans 8:35-39
Who is your favorite basketball player?      (maybe show picture of someone like Michael Red)
What if you could meet him?  What if you could get his autograph?  What if you could hang out with him for a day?  What if he became your best friend, like a brother?  Maybe he made sure you had everything you needed, like food, cloths, house, etc.  Wouldn’t that be cool to have someone famous as your best friend or brother?  
Guess what?  Today I am going introduce you to someone much more famous, much more wealthy, much more powerful than any basketball player.  This person is not only willing to meet today, He wants to be your best friend.  He has known you since before you were born.  He has loved you before you ever knew Him.  In fact He loves you so much that He even died for you.  He created you and me and everyone and everything in the world.  Who do you think I am talking about?  (Jesus)
Just think about how excited we get to see famous people, and most of the time they are way to busy to even meet us, much less become our friend.  Jesus our God and Savior promises to not just be a friend, but to be our best friend or brother who also takes care of us.  Let’s read a little from God’s word about what Jesus thinks of us.  
Read Romans 8:35-39

35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or nakedness or danger or sword? 36 As it is written: 
       "For your sake we face death all day long; 
       we are considered as sheep to be slaughtered." [a] 

37 No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us. 38 For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, [b] neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, 39 neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Now that is a friend!  Jesus promises to always be there for you, no matter what is going on in your life- and He has the power to help you out.  He will give you what you need and most importantly offers love and forgiveness for all of the mistakes we make.  He won heaven for us through his death on the cross and His resurrection from the dead.  What a friend we have in Jesus!!!  Let’s talk to our friend.
